Purposes, Use & Responsibilities

Of the School Farm Laboratory

And Supervised Agriculture Experience Project
Eligibility for use:

· Enrolled in an agriculture class at Gustine High School

· Must be in grade 9-12 or a graduate still in the FFA

· Do not have a facility at home for a market animal project

· Maintain at least a 2.0 GPA during the time of the project and no F’s in an ag class

· Must abide by the established rules and regulations

· Have completed contract on file

Use of facilities:
· Students and parents are liable for payment of all bills accrued

· Clearance through the agriculture department must be obtained prior to moving any stock on or off the farm, or changing pen locations.  All farm accounts must be cleared before animals are removed

· No animals will be slaughtered at the farm without prior arrangement with the agriculture department.  Adequate provision must be made for disposal of the offal and cleaning of the area used for slaughter

· No construction of buildings, or additions to existing buildings, will be permitted without prior approval of the agriculture department.  No buildings or equipment will be moved in to the area without prior consent of the agriculture department

· Removal of a student from the agriculture program voids the privileges of raising livestock on the premises.  Arrangements will be made for the immediate removal or transfer of ownership of the students project

· Upon termination of the project, the water trough is to be drained and cleaned, and the pen thoroughly cleaned in preparation for the next project.  If not properly cleaned within 7 days of the end of the project, a fee of  $20 will be assessed to cover the cost of cleaning.

· The agriculture department does not guarantee a profit on any project.  Loss which might be encumbered will be borne by the student involved

· All animals taken to the fair that make weight must go through auction or private arrangements must be made for the butcher to pick up the animal at the fair/Animals not making market weight must make private arrangements for the butcher to pick up the animal at the fair or have another place lined up to take the animal to.  Not brought back to the school farm

Agriculture Department Responsibilities:

· To provide a learning opportunity which provides a meaningful and rewarding experience for each student
· Supervise project on a regular basis

· Acquisition of projects and/or approving animals purchased for fairs

· Provide the opportunity for facilities for those students keeping animals at the school farm

· Provide appropriate storage areas for those students keeping animals at the school farm

· Provide students with the information in regards to school rules, participation policy, fair rules and dates.  This information will be posted at the school farm or given to the student

· Any decisions regarding facilities and polices are the responsibility of the agriculture department in cooperation with the school administration.
Student Responsibilities:

· Provide satisfactory care for and conduct of your project according to the standards, guidelines, and needs of the project. They include, but are not limited to the following:
· Feed animals daily

· Keep animals, pens, and all equipment clean at all times
· Remove all trash and manure from pens daily and place in approved receptacles or locations
· Keep all feed and tools locked in storage area provided for student use
· When you are unable to feed your animal, make arrangements with a responsible party to feed your animal
· Maintain an accurate and complete project record book available for monthly review by the FFA Advisor
· Participate in clean barn duties at the fair.
· Keep clean pens and animals at all times.
· Show up on time to all meetings and events.
· Must participate in the Gustine Stock Show, unless you have another show that day.
· Do all homework that is given to you at the fair or before.
· Should have project insurance.  Any loss would be the financial responsibility of the student
· Attend scheduled fair meetings. Participate in scheduled fair participation and clean-up activities.
· Attend at least 4 Chapter FFA Meetings
· Attend a mandatory fair meeting with a parent/guardian
· Maintain a 2.0 GPA and no “F” in any agriculture class.
· If you are ineligible for fair at the 3rd quarter grade, you will not show.  Period!!  Don’t screw up!!  It has happened in the past.

· Follow all school rules when at the farm or at the fair and represent the chapter appropriately
· Request additional project supervision by contacting the agriculture department
· Leave any messages on the board provided.
· Find a buyer for your animal.
· The animal must be broke and under your control to be brought to the fair.
· Agree that any project raised off campus must be approved by an ag teacher
· Student may turn in a grade report form once a week if needed.
· Any animal medication must be under the direct supervision of school personel. 
· Keep all gates locked and secured.
· Agree to the Supervised Agriculture Experience Project Contract, Animal Contract & Fair Expectations contract
Parent Responsibilities:

· Provide student with the transportation to and from project obligations

· Monitor their students grades on weekly basis

· Provide student with FFA show uniform – white pants, white shirt with a collar, FFA jacket, and FFA scarf/tie

· Cooperated with the agriculture department to maintain strong discipline and positive school image

· Provide for fair expenses if needed

· Provide encouragement for successful completion of the project

· Assist student in pursuing a buyer for the fair

· Allow students the responsibility of feeding, cleaning, and fitting

· Agree to the Supervised Agriculture Experience Project Contract, Animal Contract & Fair Expectations contract

6:30 to 7:30 AM – Morning Feeding (attendance sheet will be checked daily at 8:00 AM)

4:45 to 6:00 PM – Afternoon Feeding and Cleaning (attendance sheet will be picked up daily at 6 PM) 

Any breech of this contract will count as a strike on the student’s record.  One strike will result in a phone call home to the student’s parents.  The second strike will result in a conference with the student, parents, and principal or assistant principal.  The third strike will result in the project being removed from the farm.  If the student has no place to keep the project, then the project will be sold at the Escalon Auction Yard.

We, the undersigned, have read the RULES/REGULATIONS/RESPONSIBILITIES governing the use of the SCHOOL FARM AND SUPERVISED AGRICULTURE EXPERIENCE PROJECT.  We realize that the use of the farm is a privilege and not a right; and in return for the use of the facilities agree to adhere to these rules and regulations. Fair Expectations

· Gustine Stock Show March 17th.

· The dates for the Los Banos May Day Fair are April 29th - May 6th.

· The dates for the Merced Fair are July 14th-22nd. 

· Each Student will be assigned a barn duty.  This will ensure that the livestock pens are appropriately maintained and the animals are cared for.  Each student will have a minimum amount of shifts to not exceed a three-hour block.  

· All students will be expected to assist in the loading and unloading of animals and tack to and from the fair.

· The exhibitor is ultimately responsible for the animal(s) shown.  It is the member’s responsibility to see that his or her animal is fed, given clean bedding, clean at all times, and properly cared for the entire time the animal is at the fair.

· Be on time.

· Exhibitors are reminded of the importance of teamwork while at fairs and shows.  Fairs and shows are an extension of the classroom and all school rules still apply.

· Each student will be required to participate in showmanship in order to sell.

· Fair checks will be distributed after the fair when the students submits their thank you cards, show an up to date recordbook, and pay any outstanding bills.

· Behave appropriately.

· Follow all school rules.

· Do homework assignments that are given to them.

· Only students with their parent(s)/approved guardian can stay in trailers at the fair with prior approval.

· Must have thank you note written the Monday after the fair.

If I do not follow this agreement, I may be asked to remove my animal from the fair and not be able to sell.

I _____________________________, agree to the following conditions regarding my animal.

1. I will take care of, feed, water, work, and exercise my animal.

2. I will maintain a 2.0 GPA for the project, with no F’s in an ag class.  If I am ineligible, I will not be showing.

3. I will not miss more than three scheduled feedings if I keep my animal at the school farm.  

4. I will not miss more than three scheduled pen cleaning if I keep my animal at the school farm.  

5. I will attend any special FFA livestock meeting when called.  If there is a reason why I cannot be there, I will inform my ag teacher at least one week in advance.  

6. I will be at the school farm for the FFA fitting day and be there on time.  If there is a reason why I cannot be there, I will inform my ag teacher at least one week in advance.  

7. I will try to buy a gift to show my appreciation of their support.  Although I realize I am not forced to the Gustine FFA highly encourages me to do something special for my buyer.  This is a small amount of money for how much money I will be making.

8. If I want to show the following year I must attend at least four FFA meetings throughout the year.

9. I will be in good standing with the school, my grades, and the ag department.

10. No animals will come back to school farm and/or will not be hauled home if sold through the auction.

11. Must be at fair on Sunday for clean up and awards ceremony.

If I don’t follow these agreements, I may be asked to remove my animal from the school farm and/or possibly not be able to show my animal at the fair.
